Dear St. Lawrence Parents:

The purpose of this letter is to share with you the NEWS that the student Dress Code for shoes in grades
one thru eight has changed for the 2010/2011 school year.

The boys will be required to wear Black Willits Academy Gear/Inside shoes. They are Velcro oxford type
shoes and they come in toddlers to men’s size 6 including wide and narrow widths; or they may select
the Willits Scholar Black Lace-up style which come in toddlers to men’s size 13 including wide to narrow
widths. Any manufacturer that makes a shoe that looks like the Willits style shoe and is non-scuffing will
be acceptable.

The girls will be required to wear a blue and white or black and white Jumping Jacks Cheerleader Ili
saddle shoe. Any manufacturer that makes a shoe that looks like the Jumping Jacks Cheerleader il
saddle shoe style will be acceptable. They come in all sizes and widths.

These shoes can be purchased at any number of places:
School Blues—which is the company that supplies St. Lawrence uniforms.
Shoe Strings—a local shoe store owned by a St. Lawrence parish member. A $5 off coupon from
Shoe Strings is attached. It also has a visual of the shoes selected for purchase.

It is my understanding that if you choose to purchase online, there is not a shipping fee or a
return shipping fee.

The reasons for the changes are:
1. _Student safety. Currently many of our students are selecting ballet-slipper type shoes
which do not stay on their feet and cause injuries especially during recess.
2. Eliminate scuffing. Many of the shoes the students are currently wearing leave black scuff
marks on the floors and removing them is a constant custodial challenge.
3. Uniformity. Having the students wear these selected shoe styles adds to the uniform which
has already been established by St. Lawrence.

I hope this letter helps clarify why the change was made, what shoes are to be worn , and where they
can be purchased.
